Solar Panels 

Weôve had another busy week at Armadale again with 

installation of 30 solar panels on portables 4 and 5. These panels 

have been funded as part of the National Schools Solar Project 

and will form an important component of our schoolôs 

Sustainability Program. Through our inquiry learning programs, 

our students will learn more about our energy consumption as a 

school and study the long term benefits of these solar panels over 

time. My sincere thanks to Malcolm Dow for co-ordinating this 

exciting initiative for our school.  

 

Building the Education Revolution Funding 

As part of the federal governmentôs economic stimulus package, 

our school has this week applied for $150,000 in funding to 

install interactive whiteboards in every classroom as well as a 

complete refurbishment of the student toilets. 

Additional funding is now being sought to construct a new 

Multipurpose Centre as per the template below. 

This building would include a new indoor sports area, art and 

music spaces, canteen, toilets and additional storage space.  

What a fantastic addition this would be to our facilities. The main 

issue around the viability of this construction for our school now 

relates to the dimensions of this building. Ideally we would like 

to replace the hall in its current location but if this is not feasible 

we will have to consider alternative positions on our site.  Stay 

tuned ï as this exciting opportunity unfolds for all schools in 

Australia!

On the 12th of March our school watched the 

performance óSticks and Stonesô by 

Brainstorms productions. 

It was about how the environment around 

children can affect them to be bullies or 

victims of bullies. It also showed how you can 

be resilient and tolerate bullying and fix your problems. It 

explained, (in an easy to understand way), that you should talk to 

someone like a teacher or counselor if you are being bullied, and to 

not fight back. 

The scenario was about a boy named Toby, who was bullied from 

the first day of school, by another boy named Kellogg. Whenever 

Toby feels threatened, he told his father, who 

tells him to fight back. But when Toby meets 

Joe, he realizes he doesnôt have to fight back 

when he can use his words 

instead. He also learns how 

to co-operate with violence. 

The production was a very 

useful demonstration in 

case anyone encounters 

bullying.

SOLAR PANEL INSTALLATION  
 

As mentioned a few weeks ago, our school was fortunate to receive two 

grants (one from the State and one from the Federal Government) totalling 

$58,000 to install a 5kw solar electricity system on the school roof to help 

power our school with clean energy. The system includes a display panel at 

the front entry of the school to show how much power is being produced, 

and a web portal which allows 

all of the students in the school 

to access information about the 

system and how it is operating. 

It will be a valuable learning 

tool for all students, especially 

those in Level 4 who will be studying energy next term. The system should 

be fully operational by next week, so please feel free to come in to see the 

display opposite the front desk at reception. 

 

 

WASTE MODULE  
As part of our participation in the Resource Smart Schools Aussi Vic program, our school will be working on the waste 

module this semester. It will involve the staff undertaking two Professional Development sessions on waste in schools. 

From there we will work toward accreditation in the Waste Module. To achieve this we will need to greatly reduce the 

waste that is generated by our school, adopting measures such as permanent rubbish free lunch and snack times, greater 

use of recycling and composting, and a reduction in the usage of potential waste materials.
