Additional Teaching Support

During 2009 we are trialling a different approach to our
staffing model. As you are aware, our classes are larger this
year with the average class size being 24.6 children in

comparison to 22.1 children in 2008. To compensate for thes
larger classes, we have four teachers (including myself) who

will be providing additional support to class teachers
throughout all of this year.

In term 1, we have identified maths as the target area for
support. When all of our teachers analysed the 2008 maths

achievements at the start of this year, we identified 4 children

across the school who were approximately twelve months
below their expected achievement levels in maths and there

were 33 children who were operating at twelve months abov

their expected achievement levels in maths. As a result,
targeted intervention and enrichment programs have been
established for all of these children in term 1. | am working
with individual students in level 2 for several sessions each
week and Rochelle Cukier is providing enrichment
opportunities for a group of level 2 students several times a
