Staff Training Day Report 

Our hard working teachers were very busy last Friday 

working on several new initiatives for the school. The first 

part of the staff training day saw the teachers working 

together on the protocols of the student led interviews that 

will be trialled in early term 3. We recognise that our level 

three and four students will need to be well supported through 

this first trial and agreed strategies were therefore developed  

to ensure our students will feel equipped to confidently 

participate in these interviews. 

The second part of the staff training day program saw our 

teachers working on the new student portfolios that all 

children from years prep to six are currently compiling. 

Teachers were able to share portfolios from the different 

levels across the school and look at successful practices that 

enable our students to reflect on their learning and set future 

goals. 

The final part of the dayôs program involved our teachers 

evaluating this termôs inquiry units of work and also finalising 

our new two year inquiry learning planner. This new planner 

will help to ensure that our students donôt revisit topics that 

have already been covered as they progress through the school 

thus keeping our inquiry units new and engaging from year to 

year.
