Great News 

I received notification from a Project Management Group 

called APP last Monday confirming that Armadale PS has 

been successful with its application for a new multipurpose 

facility for the school.  This will entitle the school to build 

a new multipurpose facility (approximate cost $2.5 million) 

that would include an indoor sports area, a canteen, 

additional learning spaces, toilets, and several storerooms.  

This is a very exciting project for the school and our local 

community.  

Negotiations with the Department of Education & Early 

Childhood Development (DEECD) are still continuing in 

regards to the best position for this new building on our 

site, so we hope to confirm this shortly. We are certain that 

it wonôt replace Pedrina Hall in its current location and we 

will therefore be able to construct the new building whilst 

still being able to use the current hall. I envisage that the 

final stage of this redevelopment would see Pedrina Hall 

being demolished and major landscaping works being 

completed.  There are still many aspects of this project to 

be confirmed and Iôll endeavour to keep you posted as this 

unfolds further.
