Holiday Update 

A warm welcome back for the start of term 3.  

A quick look at this termôs excursion levies shows another busy 

term ahead with many engaging and challenging programs 

carefully planned by our wonderful teachers. (My sincere thanks 

to all parents for prompt payments of these levies during the 

week.) 

The school was a hive of activity over the holidays with building 

contractors upgrading and enhancing many of our facilities. 

Thankfully most of these projects were completed within the two 

weeks to ensure everything was up and running for the start of 

the term.  

In summary, the completed works included: 

¶ Annual maintenance of external painting 

¶ A complete upgrade of the student toilets  

¶ A new kitchen in staffroom 

¶ A new ceiling was installed on the library mezzanine 

¶ Approximately one hundred thousand dollars of interactive 

whiteboards were installed into every classroom across the 

school (with additional upgrades to many existing 

blackboards and whiteboards) 

¶ A complete refurbishment of the upstairs interview room 

¶ Installation of energy efficient LED lighting throughout the 

school 

The majority of these projects were funded by the federal 

government as part of the National School Pride initiative with 

some local funds/grants also being used. It has been very exciting 

for the school to be completing such extensive works and 

working towards making Armadale PS an even greater school! 

In coming weeks we still have new furniture to be delivered for 

several areas of the school as well as new carpet to be laid in the 

main building. 

Once we have completed many of these smaller upgrades, I 

anticipate that we will then be gearing up for the challenges of 

our new multipurpose centre. After consultation with our 

allocated project manager earlier in the week, I anticipate that we 

will start to see site preparations within the next two to four 

weeks.  Even more excitement to come!

Welcome back! 

I hope everyone had a relaxing and enjoyable term break and 

feel fully recharged to meet the exciting changes that term 3 

will bring. Thankfully our newspapers report that we are 

possibly coming out of the swine flu season, but it is still 

important that parents keep children at home if they are 

showing signs of fever, coughs, and runny noses and please 

ensure that your children are well prepared with tissues and 

hygienic practices such as washing their hands after sneezing. 

It would be great if we can keep our children as healthy as 

possible, so keep up their vitamin intake with plenty of 

coloured fruits and vegetables! Making yummy homemade 

soups is a great way of sneaking in different vegetables into 

their tummies. 

 

Changes to how student support services will be provided to 

all schools in Victoria: 

Many of you have come to know Kelly Cooch (Scoble) who 

was our visiting school psychologist who came to Armadale 

each Wednesday. Some of our parents and students have 

made contact with Kelly and enjoyed the support she offered 

and prior to Kelly, Derek was assisting students and their 

families. That particular model of having a student support 

officer such as Kelly for one day a week has now changed and 

the Education Department has brought in a targeted service 

delivery model which will identify students with the greatest 

needs. This means that for the first time APS will be able to 

access additional specialist services such as speech 

pathologists, a case worker, and occupational therapists 

depending on our studentôs specific needs. Students who have 

already been seen by Kelly will continue to work with a 

student support service officer and the school will continue to 

offer support to students with particular needs. Our weekly in 

school wellbeing meetings will continue as will the close 

relationships we have with all our parents in working together 

to best support the learning needs of our students. 

Parents and teachers may still make referrals for student 

support services and I will then log these on through a web-

based network referral process. APS is now part of the 

S.A.G.E. (Stonington and Glen Eira) network within the 

Southern Metropolitan Region and all referrals will be 

processed and assessed by the S.A.G.E. team and will be 

prioritised according to their criteria. At this stage this is as 

much information as I have and I will pass on more 

information as it comes into schools. Please note that this 

model has been rigorously trialled by schools in the Kingston 

region and has been endorsed by these schools. The 

implication for all schools is that by increasing student 

engagement and connectedness through a variety of school 

based programs we hopefully will reduce the need for external 

intervention services. 

It is also timely to let you know that in Term 4 I will be 

concentrating on developing a new whole school engagement 

policy for APS which will replace our existing student welfare 

policy and the inclusion of school based programs will be an 

integral part of this policy.
