Interviews Next Week 
Mid Year Interviews will be conducted next week over two 

afternoon/evenings on Tuesday 28th and Wednesday 29th July. 

We hope that the new PTO procedure has enabled you to 

book your interview times more efficiently on line.  

Please note that a longer interview timeslot of fifteen minutes 

has been allocated to each family (as opposed to ten minutes 

in the past). We trust that this will be a sufficient time frame 

for each interview but if additional time is required our 

teachers will be only too happy to make another time with you 

down the track. We will be ringing the bell every fifteen 

minutes to signal the changeover times for each interview; 

with our bigger grade sizes this year it will be crucial for 

teachers to stick closely to their schedules to ensure things run 

smoothly. 

We are in somewhat of a transition stage with our interview 

procedures. Levels one and two parents will undertake a more 

traditional interview format guided by the classroom teacher 

to report on your childôs progress during the first semester. 

However levels 3 and 4 families will be undertaking quite a 

different process as we work towards óStudent Led 

Interviewsô over the next 12-18 months.  

As already indicated in past newsletters, it will be compulsory 

for all level 3 and 4 students to attend these interviews with 

their parent/s. At interview, all level 3 and 4 students will be 

using their portfolios to showcase several pieces of work from 

terms 1 & 2. Through these work samples they will be able to 

explain why they chose these pieces of work to share and how 

these pieces of work demonstrate their progress and skill 

development. These students will follow a óscriptô to help 

them lead the interview for the first time.  

Through our student led interviews we aim to further 

empower our students with their learning.  It will provide a 

forum for students to celebrate their learning and as we 

develop this process further next year, we will be 

incorporating opportunities for our students to set future goals 

with their learning. As our students undertake this process in 

collaboration with their parent/s and classroom teacher, we 

will be creating a very strong framework for our students to 

accept responsibility for their learning and for them to feel 

that they can shape their learning in a highly reflective and 

meaningful context. Ultimately, we are shaping our students 

to be effective and successful learners in the 21st century 

where knowledge is easily accessible and where they will 

therefore need to have the necessary skills to be successful 

lifelong learners. We have to shift from the notion that 

learning only happens in classroom and is only determined by 

the teacher.  

I am looking forward to feedback from level 3 and 4 parents 

after these interviews. It has been interesting to observe how 

excited our students have been in preparing for these 

interviews.  Please remember that we are just beginning this 

journey towards óstudent led interviewsô and we will shape 

our procedures as we trial different components. We 

anticipate that all students from levels 1 ï 4 will be 

undertaking these interviews from 2010 onwards.
