Dear Parents, 

 

First Aid Training  
Teachers at Armadale PS regularly undertake first aid training 

to ensure that we continue to provide a high level of care for 

all of our students. Last Tuesday evening, twenty one teachers 

and office staff completed a three hour first aid training 

session which focused on CPR and procedures for managing 

emergencies.  Another three hour session has also been 

planned for Tuesday 18th August for all staff. At the 

completion of this six hour training program, all teachers and 

office staff will have accredited for Level One First Aid 

qualifications as well as having completed Anaphylaxis 

Training.  

We intend for all staff to undertake further training each year 

and we have developed a plan with our first aid training 

provider to work towards all staff becoming accredited at 

Level Two standard over the next two years. This plan 

obviously highlights the high importance we place on this 

training and we will continue to ensure that we provide your 

children with exemplary levels of care at all times.

School Council Report 

Our school councillors swapped roles last Monday evening as 

we took them into a classroom and supported them through 

some maths and language activities on our new interactive 

whiteboards (IWBôs). They were a little tentative at first but 

Iôm pleased to report that they all passed with flying colours!  

Our new IWBôs are providing an exciting ôvirtual platformô 

for our teachers as they explore how this technology can 

further enhance the teaching and learning opportunities for 

our students.  Weôll keep you posted as we develop our 

proficiency in this area. 

Our School Council has been closely following the 

developments of our new multipurpose centre. Unfortunately 

we will not be able to customise this building to the extent we 

would have liked but after this building is finished we will 

have many exciting opportunities for redeveloping our 

grounds. At our meeting on Monday night, School Council 

endorsed a proposal to investigate the feasibility of engaging a 

consultancy firm to undertake a master planning process for 

our grounds. It is obvious that the new centre will have a 

significant impact on our external facilities and so we want to 

make sure that our future decision making in this area is well 

informed and optimises the opportunities for current and 

future students. (After recent discussions with our Project 

Manager, we anticipate that site preparations and fencing will 

begin to appear in late August.) 

We also had a very interesting discussion at School Council 

this week about our new Privacy Policy. Inherent in this 

policy, is the need to ensure we take óreasonable measuresô to 

safeguard our students. Quite a lengthy discussion followed 

on whether full names of students should be published in our 

newsletter (which is then uploaded weekly onto our website) 

or whether students should be identified with their first name 

and first letter of their surname in these more public arenas. If 

you have some thoughts on this matter, feel free to come 

along to our next Curriculum committee meeting on Friday 

21st August at 8:00am in the library.
