Hand/Foot & Mouth Disease 

We have had a confirmed case of hand, foot and mouth 

disease at school this week. Whilst this is not a serious disease 

I thought I would just pop some details into this weekôs 

newsletter for your reference.  

ñHand, foot and mouth disease is generally a mild illness 

caused by the coxsackievirus. It is not a serious illness and 
has nothing to do with the animal disease called foot and 

mouth disease. It mainly occurs in children under 10 years of 

age but can also occur in older children and adults.ò 

What are the symptoms? 

¶ Coxsackievirus infection may cause no symptoms at all or 

only very mild symptoms.  

¶ When symptoms do occur, they include blisters that start 

as small red dots which later become ulcers. Blisters 
appear inside the cheeks, gums, and on the sides of the 

tongue, as well as on the hands and feet. In infants, 

sometimes blisters can be seen in the nappy area. Blisters 

usually last for seven to 10 days.  

¶ Children can sometimes have a low fever, sore throat, 

tiredness, feel off colour and may be off their food for a 

day or two.  

¶ Very rarely, the coxsackieviruses can cause other illnesses 

that affect the heart, brain, lining of the brain (meningitis), 
lungs, or eyes. 

 

Please note that children with hand, foot and mouth disease 

should be excluded from school or childcare facilities until 

their blisters have dried.

Important Asthma Information for Children  
It is important to find a doctor who has a special interest in asthma. This doctor will ideally: 

Be able to spend time with you explaining your childôs asthma and how it is best managed 

Show you and your child how to administer medication via a device, which is appropriate for the age and 

ability of your child. 

Assess how well you and your child are able to use the chosen delivery devices. 

Give you a written asthma action plan outlining the management of your childôs asthma at home. This plan will tell you: 

¶ Medications to be taken each day ( if required) to keep  asthma under control; as well as medications that may be taken 

prior to physical activity if your child gets exercise induced asthma 

¶ How to recognise signs of worsening asthma 

¶ What to do if their asthma gets worse 

¶ What to do if asthma continues to deteriorate, or if your child has a severe asthma attack. 

¶ How to get help quickly. 

Be sure to establish a good relationship with your doctor and ensure your child has regular check ups, even if they appear to be 

in control of their asthma.
