Update on New Multipurpose Centre 
I received notification from our appointed project manager 

late last week informing us that tender submissions are 

currently being reviewed and a building contractor will be 

appointed by mid August. The next stage will see the grounds 

being fenced off with construction to commence in early 

September.  

Prior to commencing any construction work, the Project 

Manager and appointed Building Contractor will meet with 

me on site to discuss site access and safety issues in order to 

develop a construction traffic management plan (CTMP).  

Please be assured that the ongoing safety of our students 

during the construction of the new building will be our highest 

priority and this will be carefully monitored at all times.  

The latest site plan below, shows how this new centre will 

now link up to the junior building, with some minor impact on 

our existing synthetic court area:

Stonnington and Glen Eira (S.A.G.E) Network 
All government schools in Victoria belong to a network. 

Armadale PS is one of 27 local schools that form the SAGE 

Network.  This network includes primary, secondary and 

special schools that extend from Toorak through to Bentleigh. 

Principals and Assistant Principals (APôs) from the SAGE 

schools meet regularly (typically on a Thursday) to be briefed 

on new initiatives and to share best practice within our 

schools.  

This year, there has been quite a philosophical shift in the role 

of networks. In recent years, networks have supported 

Principals and APôs to achieve improved outcomes in their 

individual schools, but now the emphasis is on building a 

collective responsibility amongst Principals and APôs across 

all network schools. Principals and Assistant Principals (APôs) 

are now expected to work collaboratively to improve student 

outcomes in all schools, thus building the collective capacity 

of each network.  

In addition to my current Principal role, I am also the Deputy 

Chairperson for the SAGE Network as well as the 

Chairperson of the Principal Development Network Portfolio. 

Rochelle is also a current member of the Principal 

Development Network Portfolio.  

My purpose in sharing this through the newsletter, is primarily 

to explain the changing role of Principals and APôs in the 

current educational climate. The heightened collaboration and 

responsibility in the new network structure now requires all 

Principals and APôs to spend more time out of their own 

schools and to work much closer together.  Tomorrow 

Rochelle and I will be at a professional development program 

in Moorabbin, working with other network Principals and 

APôs on how the quality of teaching can be assessed across 

our network schools. Rest assured, that as we continue to wear 

many hats in our network, our prime focus will always centre 

on our wonderful Armadale students!
