It 

wasnôt until about the 800 metre mark that I was able to get a bit of clean 

water and could get into a rhythm. Came out of the swim in 8th place and 

got onto the bike. Again perfect conditions and enjoyed the ride, passed a 

few of my competitors and finished the ride in 2nd place. Set off on the 

run and waited for the inevitable; slowly they started to come past me, 

some shot past as if I was standing still and others crept past and I was 

almost able to stay with them for a little while, but just couldnôt maintain 

the pace.  If only I was a good runner! Just kept plodding on and finished 

in 16th position ï a bit of a drop from 2nd but still I was happy with my 

time and my position. I had hoped for top 20 and that is what I got. Now I 

can relax and enjoy the rest of the holiday up here.ò 

Again we are very proud of Malcolm and itôs wonderful that we have our 

very own international champion right here in Armadale!
